Medical Student Scholars Program (MSSP) Application
Geriatric Medicine Student Scholars (GMSS)

Purpose: To provide highly motivated students with a unique opportunity to explore geriatric medicine and the care of older adults throughout their four years of medical school.


Design: First-year medical students with specialty interests are encouraged to apply for the respective specialty track in the Medical Student Scholars Program (MSSP). Students accepted into GMSS are engaged in educational experiences to expand fund of knowledge and skill set. The clinical, didactic, service, and scholarly activities go above and beyond the required components of the medical school curriculum. Students will participate in a summer research opportunity between years one and two which is geared to engage students in research within the specialty track that will culminate with a goal to publish and/or present their work. 
Students who successfully complete all GMSS requirements will have the MSSP distinction mentioned during the award of their medical degree at the College of Medicine’s Honors Day ceremony.

Application located in MedOneStop.
A personal statement on a single page/document (not to exceed 700 words) that addresses the following:
· State your goals for participation in an MSSP. Why this particular MSSP?
· Previous work/volunteer and family experience with the patient population unique to the MSSP you are applying to participate in.         
· How do you see yourself in 10 years?  Do you know what you would ideally like to be doing?

Tracking Requirements in MedOneStop
